Grant of the Licence

This Licence was first granted on 12 April 2023 and has been varied on the dates set out in
Schedule 1 of the Licence.

Subject to clauses 3.3, in exercise of its powers under section 26 of the Act, the Commission
grants the Licensee a licence to sell gas by retail on the terms and conditions set out in this
Licence.

This Licence is subject to any prohibition set out in any Order in Council issued and in force
under the Act.

Variation

The Commission may vary this Licence in accordance with section 38 of the Act.

Transfer

This Licence may be transferred in accordance with section 40 of the Act.
Revocation

The Commission may revoke this Licence:

i. atany time at the request of, or with the consent of, the Licensee; or

ii. in accordance with the Act.

Where the Commission proposes to revoke this Licence, the Commission will issue a notice
to the Licensee, specifying:

i. the basis upon which the Commission proposes to revoke the Licence; and

ii. the date upon which the revocation is proposed to take effect, such date to be:

1. in the case of a breach of clause 8 of the Standard Gas Licence Conditions for Gas
Retail, or where in the Commission’s opinion it is appropriate that the Licence be
revoked in a shorter time frame having regard to its Objectives and the events or
circumstances that gave rise to the notice being issued, no less than 5 Business
Days after the date upon which the notice is issued; and

2. in all other cases, no less than 20 Business Days after the date upon which the
notice is issued,

ii. thatthe Licensee has the opportunity to make representations on the matter and the time
and date and manner in which those representations must be made.

The Commission must consider any submissions received by the licensee prior to making a
decision to revoke the licence.

Where the Commission decides to revoke this Licence, the Commission will issue a notice
to the Licensee specifying:

i. the basis upon which the Commission is revoking the Licence; and

ii. the date upon which the revocation takes effect, being no earlier than the date specified
in the notice issued pursuant to clause 6.2;

and this Licence will be revoked on the date specified in the naotice.
